(OSTREAM PIPE ORB makes upward water flow. If it is installed in a position
very close to the front glass of the tank, the rippled water created by the
water flow may overflow from the tank. To avoid this, make sure that no
water overflows from the tank or runs down the Silicon Tube/NA Thermometer
J and drips off after turning on the pump. If water overflows from the tank,
make an adjustment by either re-installing the STREAM PIPE ORB in another
position having an adequate distance from the front glass or by reducing the
water level.

(OUse a new filter hose when connecting to the filter, as old ones tend to be
less flexible and may come loose easily.

OPlease insert STREAM PIPE connection part more than 2cm into the filter
hose. In case it is hard to connect, making the hose and STREAM PIPE
wet with water makes the operation easy.

(OCleaning with SUPERGE (optional) is necessary when algae begins to
accumulate on the STREAM PIPE.

(OMake a solution with SUPERGE (see SUPERGE Instruction manual for the
solution concentration) and submerge the STREAM PIPE and filter tube
removed. It takes 30 minutes to few hours to be cleaned depending on the
algae condition.

Olf algae cannot be removed completely, use SPRING WASHER (optional),
which is a brush specially made for the cleaning of glassware.

(OWash the glass with tap water until the slime and odor disappears. The
SUPERGE solution is harmful to fish and plants. Be sure to thoroughly
wash away any residue and you hands after maintenace.

(ORegular cleaning of glass-made STREAM PIPE is recommended before
dirt builds up. Please maintain it clean. It may be difficult to perfectly
remove algae once accumulate around the slits of STREAM PIPE V due to
its structure.



4. Caution

(OBefore installation, be sure that your STREAM PIPE corresponds with the
diameter of the filter hose to be connected.

(OWhen connecting or removing the filter hose from STREAM PIPE, please
make sure to hold the point close to the hose connecting area, and do not
add too much force on STREAM PIPE. It is dangerous to hold a point,
away from connecting area as it may cause a breakage of STREAM PIPE.

OIf a tube is tightly connected and hard to remove from STREAM PIPE,
push STREAM PIPE deeper to the connected tube to loose, then gently
disconnect.

Oln case the aquatic plant leaves stuck on the inflow slits, please remove
promptly. The stuck leaves may cause extra load on the filter motor, and
become a cause of failure.
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
